POLLSTAR has long been the industry standard for presenting boxoffice accuracy in the world of live entertainment, and while we have moved away from using estimated totals,  

we aim to properly represent any artist who is impacting the current state of touring in a major way – even when boxoffice data is unreported.  
Thus, we have used estimates for a handful of artists (*) so that their accomplishments will be chronicled appropriately.
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
